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1. Name                            
· The Club shall be known as Maryhill Football Club (“the Club”), incorporating Maryhill FC 20s, youth development squad, coaching staff, and volunteers.

2. Objectives
· The objectives of the Club shall be:
1. To promote participation in football within the local community.
2. To provide structured football development for all players.
3. To operate and support the senior club as well as the Maryhill FC 20s development pathway, in conjunction with John Sutton Community Club, 
4. To promote sportsmanship, inclusion, equality, respect, and community engagement.
5. To comply with the rules, regulations, and standards of the West of Scotland Football League, the Scottish Football Association (SFA), and all associated competitions and governing bodies, including the South of Scotland Cup and the Scottish Communities Cup, in relation to the senior team.
Maryhill FC 20s shall participate in the West of Scotland Development League and will operate under the same constitution, rules, and standards as the parent club, while also fulfilling all fixtures, regulations, and obligations set by the Development League.
6. To provide a safe environment for players, coaches, volunteers, and supporters.

3. Membership
3.1 Categories
· Membership of the Club shall include:
· Players
· Coaches
· Committee Members
· Volunteers
· Supporters
· Honorary Members
3.2 Eligibility
· Membership shall be open to all persons regardless of gender, race, religion, disability, or background, subject to Club rules and codes of conduct. We currently will not accept any member under 18 Years old. 
3.3 Membership Approval
· Applications for membership shall be approved by the Committee.
3.4 Termination
· Membership may be suspended or terminated for:
· Misconduct
· Breach of Club rules
· Failure to comply with safeguarding or disciplinary procedures
· Bringing the Club into disrepute

4. Club Structure
· The Club shall consist of:
· Senior Team(s)
· Maryhill FC 20s
· Pathway provided by John Sutton Community Club
4.1 Maryhill FC 20s
· The Maryhill FC 20s squad shall:
· Operate as an official development section of the Club.
· Support progression into senior football.
· Follow the same constitution, policies, discipline, and governance as the parent Club.
· Be represented within Club decision-making structures.




5. Management Committee
5.1 Composition
· The Club shall be managed by a Committee consisting of:
· Chairperson
· Secretary
· Assistant Secretary
· Treasurer
· Child’s Welfare Officer
· Representative from Maryhill FC 20s
· Additional committee members as required
5.2 Election
· Committee members shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting (AGM).
5.3 Powers
· The Committee shall:
· Manage Club affairs
· Control finances
· Ensure safeguarding compliance
· Appoint sub-committees where necessary
· Run and manage Lochburn Park, ensuring we are compliant operating within the parameters of our lease

6. Meetings
6.1 Annual General Meeting (AGM)
· An AGM shall be held annually to:
· Receive reports
· Approve accounts
· Elect committee members
· Consider constitutional amendments
6.2 Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM)
· An EGM may be called by:
· The Committee, or
· A written request from at least 25% of voting members
6.3 Voting
· Each eligible member shall have one vote. Decisions shall be by simple majority unless otherwise stated.

7. Finance
1. All Club funds shall be used solely for Club purposes.
2. The Treasurer shall maintain accurate financial records.
3. Bank accounts shall require at least two authorised signatories.
4. Annual accounts shall be presented at the AGM.

8. Discipline and Conduct
· All members shall:
· Respect match officials, opponents, supporters, and teammates.
· Abide by governing body regulations.
· Follow Club safeguarding and equality policies.
· The Committee may impose disciplinary action including:
· Warnings
· Suspension
· Removal from membership

9. Safeguarding and Equality
· The Club is committed to:
· Protecting children and vulnerable adults
· Providing equal opportunities
· Preventing discrimination, bullying, harassment, and abuse
· Having a dedicated Child Welfare Protection Officer, as per WoSFL and SFA requirements. 
· All coaches and volunteers working with youth players must comply with safeguarding requirements and relevant disclosure checks.

10. Affiliation
· The Club shall affiliate with appropriate football governing bodies and leagues as determined by the Committee.

11. Amendments to the Constitution
· This Constitution may only be amended:
· At an AGM or EGM
· By a two-thirds majority vote of members present

12. Dissolution
· If the Club is dissolved:
1. Outstanding debts shall be settled first.
2. Remaining funds or assets shall be transferred to a local community sports organisation or charitable body chosen by the Committee.
3. No member shall profit personally from the dissolution.
